3.1 JAMS Overview

JAMS
Overview
The Job Access and Management System (JAMS) is designed to automate and enhance the
batch-processing capabilities provided by the operating systems. JAMS provides those in charge
of operations as well as the general end-user the ability to request, monitor, and control the
processing of batch jobs.

JAMS provides the control mechanisms that allow you to give end-users the ability to request
batch processing; you retain control of how and when the requested jobs are executed. In
addition to allowing end-users to submit their own jobs, JAMS allows you to schedule jobs for
unattended execution.

JAMS is scalable, tightly integrated with the operating system, customizable, and yet is ready
to provide benefits right out of the box. You can use JAMS as is or customize it to your needs
without worry that future JAMS upgrades will displace the work you have done. Properly
implemented, JAMS will both enhance and simplify your batch scheduling, which increases your
system’s reliability and lowers your total cost of operations.

3.2 JAMS Client Overview

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The JAMS Client is comprised of the JAMSWin GUI Client, the JAMS command-line client, and
the JAMSShr class library. The JAMS Client communicates with the JAMS Scheduler through a
JAMS Server.

The JAMSWin GUI Client is a Windows application that allows you to interact with the JAMS
Database and the JAMS Scheduler. It uses an Outlook-style interface with a menu bar, tool
bar, shortcut bar, shortcuts, and a grid referred to as a view.

On Windows 7, Windows Vista, and Windows Server 2008, when you start the JAMS Client you will not be a
member of the Administrators group, so you will not be able to connect to the JAMS Server.  You need to
right-click on the JAMS Client start menu entry and pick Run
as
administrator to start the JAMS Client with
Administrator rights.  You can then adjust ACLs as required.

3.3 JAMS Server Overview

The JAMS Server provides middle-tier services to JAMS Clients.  The JAMS Server service is
installed along with the JAMS Scheduler.

There is also a JAMSVMSServer service that provides the same middle-tier services to JAMS
Clients when the scheduler components are running on OpenVMS.

3.4 JAMS Scheduler Overview
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Scheduler
Overview
The JAMS Scheduler is the component that actually schedules Jobs, Scripts, or Tasks to run on
your servers. It is also responsible for keeping track of the status of all Jobs and communicating
that status back to the JAMS Client through the JAMS Server. When the Script completes, the
Scheduler records the run instance so it can be reviewed later via the JAMS Client.

The JAMS Scheduler can schedule Scripts or Tasks to run on any number of computer systems
on your network.

You can configure the JAMS Scheduler to operate in a centralized or decentralized fashion.  A
single JAMS Scheduler can execute tasks on many systems through the use of JAMS Agents.  You
could choose to run a JAMS Scheduler on many different machines to spread the management
tasks and eliminate single points of failure.  You can define dependencies between JAMS
Schedulers so even when running multiple instances of the JAMS Schedule you can have
enterprise-wide control.

You interact with the JAMS Scheduler through the JAMS Client.

3.5 Jobs, Setups, and Systems

Jobs,
Setups,

Systems
When you use the JAMS Client, you will be working most frequently with JAMS Jobs, Setups,
and Systems. These are the basic objects used to perform and monitor batch processing on
your computer systems.

A Job is a task, script (also referred to as a command procedure), or command. JAMS Jobs
have a number of properties you may use to ensure they run at the right time under the right
circumstances. Most sites are already using command procedures for their batch processing.
You can continue to use your existing command procedures after installing JAMS. In order to
take full advantage of JAMS, you will need to enter information about your batch jobs into
the JAMS Database.

A Setup is the definition of a particular occurrence or view of one or more jobs. Setups are
commonly used to schedule a job or stream of jobs to automatically execute at a regular
interval.

A System is a logical group of Jobs. A JAMS System Definition defines things common to all
Jobs within the System. You could create Systems by department (Acctng, IS, Sales) or by
function (EDI, Web, Security, Audit) or any other way that is meaningful to your site. At least
one System must exist for JAMS to function properly.

The Ribbon Bar has three tabs that control the commands:

The JAMS tab switches to a Shortcut bar that contains shortcuts to views of JAMS objects.

The Reporting tab switches to the interactive report-generation view.

The External tab switches to a shortcut bar that contains shortcuts to views of Task Scheduler
jobs, SQL Agent jobs, and the JAMS Samples Library. You can add many shortcuts to show you
the tasks pr SQL Agent jobs from many different servers.

4.2.1.2 About the Shortcut Bar

About

Bar
The Shortcut Bar holds Groups and Shortcuts. Groups, which are customizable,
hold a collection of shortcuts. Each Shortcut is also customizable, and displays
one or more "views". You may have as many Groups and Shortcuts as you
would like. You activate the Shortcut by clicking it with the mouse.

The views that a shortcut can display include:

Monitor. Provides a dynamically updated view of the current schedule and
allows you to manage the entries in the schedule.
Gantt. Provides a Gantt-chart view of the current schedule and allows you
to manage the entries in the schedule.
Submit. Provides a menu of jobs and setups and allows you to manually
submit them to the schedule.
History. Provides a view of job-execution history and allows you to query
that history.
Jobs. Provides a view of Job Definitions and allows you to add, change, and
delete them.
Setups. Provides a view of Setup Definitions and allows you to add, change,
and delete them.
Systems. Provides a view of System Definitions and allows you to add,
change, and delete them.
Triggers. Provides a view of Trigger Definitions and allows you to add,
change, and delete them.
Variables. Provides a view of Variable Definitions and allows you to add,
change, and delete them.
Menus. Provides a view of Menu Definitions and allows you to add, change,
and delete them.
Resources. Provides a view of Resource Definitions and allows you to add,
change, and delete them.
Configuration. Provides a view of Configuration settings and allows you to
add, change, and delete them.
Execution
Methods. Provides a view of Execution Method Definitions and
allows you to add, change, and delete them.
Dates. Provides a view of special date definitions and allows you to add,
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change, and delete them.
Times. Provides a view of Named Time Definitions and allows you to add,
change, enable, disable, and delete them.  
Queues. Provides a view of Queue Definitions and allows you to add,
change, start, stop, and delete them.
Users. Provides a view of User Definitions and allows you to add, change,
and delete them.
Agents. Provides a view of servers where the JAMS Agent has been
deployed and allows you to deploy the agent to new servers.
Audit. Provides a view of the audit trail that JAMS maintains of any change
to a JAMS definition.

4.2.1.3 About the View

The View is a data grid that takes up most of the JAMS Client window. Keep in mind the
following when working with Views:

The information displayed in the View is dependent upon the Shortcut most recently
activated.

You may have several Views active at one time.

You can only work with one View at a time.

You switch between Views by activating Shortcuts in the Shortcut Bar.
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You can sort the data in a View by clicking on a column heading.

You can customize the columns in the View by right-clicking on a column heading.

4.2.2.1 Working with Servers

Clients access JAMS information through Servers. Each JAMS Client must define at least one
Server. If the JAMS Server service is installed on the same machine as the Client, a server
definition will be automatically added that points to the local server.

Adding, removing, and editing JAMS Servers is accessed through the JAMS icon in the top left
corner of the Client Interface:

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4.2.2.2 Submitting Jobs or Setups

Submitting

The Submit Window is used to select and submit JAMS Jobs that are run on demand. The
window consists of a default or user-defined menu hierarchy. The default hierarchy shows all
of the JAMS Systems; expanding a System displays all of the Jobs and Setups for the selected
System.

Once the end-user selects a job, they may be presented with a fill-in-the-blanks type of form
used to obtain values for the parameters that the Job needs. These parameters can be
edited and verified before the job is submitted. With the built-in security model, users can
only submit those Jobs they have clearance to submit. Users will also have the ability to
modify Job output characteristics, such as the number of copies of a report or the print
queue it should print on.

6. Press Ok to submit the Job or Setup.

4.2.2.3 Monitoring the Schedule

The Monitor displays a list of current Jobs known to the JAMS Scheduler. This list is
continuously updated. This display also provides comprehensive Job management capabilities.

Shortcut if the Monitor view is not already active.
2. Expand the Group that you would like to work with.
3. To manage a Job currently in the Schedule, select that Job and right-click to see the

available options.

JAMS monitors all batch Jobs on the system, even Jobs not submitted by JAMS. You can use the
History function to review what Jobs have run, their execution statistics, and completion
status. If you retain your log files, they will be available for review as well.

This chapter explains generic, English language-based date specifications.

Date
Specifications

There are many places in the JAMS system where you need to specify a date. Sometimes an
exact date specification is adequate, but usually not. Most of the time, you want to specify a
generic date.

In cases where a generic date is desirable, JAMS accepts an English language-based date
specification. JAMS' capability for understanding date specifications is quite extensive.

There are three key times when JAMS will accept a generic date specification: in a scheduled
date, as default parameter values, and as Setup parameter values.

4.2.2.8.1 

Scheduled
Date

When you specify the scheduled date for a Job or Setup, you use generic date specifications.

4.2.2.8.2 

Default
Parameter
Values

When you define a Parameter for a Job, if the Parameter's data type is DATE, you can specify
a default value for the Parameter using generic date specifications.

When a user selects the Job, they are presented with a screen-based form used to obtain the
values for the Job's Parameters. Parameters with a data type of DATE are presented as a
standard MM/DD/YY date field, but JAMS uses the generic date specification to determine
what the default date should be.

4.2.2.8.3 

Setup
Parameter
Values

When you define a Setup, you are prompted for the values for the Job's Parameters. If the
Job has any Parameters with a data type of DATE, the Parameter form will have a sixty-
character text field for the date Parameter, rather than the standard MM/DD/YY field. You
can then enter a generic date specification.

This is extremely important for Setups automatically submitted. When JAMS automatically
submits Jobs, prompting for the value of Parameters is not possible. The generic date
specification is evaluated to obtain the value for the Parameter.

Simple date specifications specify a date relative to the current date. The format for a
simple date specification is:

Day of week

NEXT

THIS

LAST

WORKDAYS

WEEKDAYS

TODAY

TOMORROW

YESTERDAY

DAILY

[+/- number of days]

Description
of
Components

Day-of -Week
The day-of-week can be the full name of a weekday or the first three letters of a weekday
name.
When you specify a day of the week, such as MONDAY, JAMS interprets this as "Monday of
this week." In this context, a week begins on Monday and ends on Sunday.
The days of the week can be preceded by a modifier such as LAST, THIS, or NEXT. The THIS
modifier has no effect and is supported for readability.
When you use a modifier, such as LAST, JAMS interprets this to mean "weekday of last week."
Thus, the text "LAST THURSDAY" will return the same date no matter what day of the week it
is interpreted.

Workdays
This specifies the first workday on or after the current date. Workdays are defined in the
JAMS configuration and in Date Definitions.
If you specify "WORKDAY" or "WORKDAYS" in a JAMS date specification, it is important to
understand how we determine if a day is a workday.  It is a two-step process:

1. We look at the WORK_ddd configuration setting, where ddd indicates the day of the
week we are checking. This gives us the initial true or false indication that the day is a
workday.

2. We look for special dates for the date in question, and if the Workday check box is
checked, the date is a workday.  If it is unchecked, the date is not a workday.  And, if
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the check box is filled, that indicates that the special date should have no affect on
the workday status.  Note that if you have two special date definitions for the same
date and one indicates a workday and the other indicates a nonworkday, the results
are unpredictable.  We will use whichever is returned first.

Weekdays

This specifies the first weekday on or after the current date.

Today
Specifies the current date.

Tomorrow
Specifies the current date plus one day.

Yesterday
Specifies the current date minus one day.

Daily
This is synonymous with TODAY and is provided for readability. Specifies the current date.

+/- number of days
A simple date specification can optionally have a positive or negative integer appended to
it that adds or subtracts the indicated number of days.

Some examples of valid, simple-date specifications are:

TODAY + 5

NEXT MON

LAST TUESDAY

WORKDAYS

Complex
Specifications

Complex date specifications are used to specify a date relative to an arbitrary period of
time. By period of time, we mean something like a month or fiscal period.

A complex date specification may be thought of as two components: the day specification
and the period specification. For example, in the text "1st WORKDAY of NEXT MONTH," the
day specification is "1st WORKDAY" and the period specification is "NEXT MONTH."

Before you can use JAMSWebClient, you will need to do a few things first:

1. Install the JAMSWebServices server.

2. Deploy JAMSWebClient.jar.

Note: these are outside the scope of this document, they are explained in the JAMS Installation Guide.

The purpose of the JAMSShr Class Library is to allow integration of JAMS into .NET-based
applications. Any application built on the .NET framework can interact with JAMS
programmatically.

Examples of what can be done using the JAMSShr Class Library:

Begin or schedule execution of one or more scripts.

Place a JAMShr.SubmitMenu control in Windows-based applications to allow end-users to run
JAMS jobs or scripts. This is the same control used in the JAMSWin GUI.

Create a list of scripts and Setups to be displayed in forms, reports, or on web pages.

Access script run history for reporting purposes from console, Windows, or web applications.

Interact with definitions to access and/or modify any property from any JAMSShr class.

Interact with the JAMS operational components to see what is running, modify the current
schedule, and stop or start batch queues, all from your code.

5.1 JAMS Scheduler Overview

Scheduler

The JAMS Scheduler is the component that actually schedules Jobs, Scripts, or Tasks to run on
your servers. It is also responsible for keeping track of the status of all Jobs and communicating
that status back to the JAMS Client through the JAMS Server. When the Script completes, the
Scheduler records the run instance so it can be reviewed later via the JAMS Client.

The JAMS Scheduler can schedule Scripts or Tasks to run on any number of computer systems
on your network.

You can configure the JAMS Scheduler to operate in a centralized or decentralized fashion.  A
single JAMS Scheduler can execute tasks on many systems through the use of JAMS Agents.  You
could choose to run a JAMS Scheduler on many different machines to spread the management
tasks and eliminate single points of failure.  You can define dependencies between JAMS
Schedulers so even when running multiple instances of the JAMS Schedule you can have
enterprise-wide control.

You interact with the JAMS Scheduler through the JAMS Client.

5.2.1 JAMS Scheduler—Executor Service

Executor
Service
The JAMS Executor Service is responsible for the actual execution of any given Script.

Scripts are prepared to run by the JAMS Scheduler. When the Scheduler determines the Script
is ready to run, the Executor is notified and will begin executing the Script. The Executor
writes output generated from the Script to the Script's log file. Finally, the Executor notifies
the Scheduler when the Script has completed.

If the script is supposed to run on a different machine, the Executor service contacts the Agent
on the remote machine and directs it to run the script.

5.2.2 JAMS Scheduler—Scheduler Service

Scheduler
Service
The Scheduler Service does the work necessary to prepare Scripts to run, takes actions if
required to do so during Script execution, and takes actions that may be required when Scripts
complete.

Before a Script can run, the Scheduler Service will:

Make sure the Script's Dependencies are satisfied.

Execute the Script's Precheck Script if one is specified, and verify that its Precheck Script
completes successfully.

Make sure the Script's Queue is started and there is a slot available.

Make sure the Script's Resources are available.

Make sure the Script's Scheduling Window is open.
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If the Script's Execution Method calls for parsing, the Script's source is parsed and
substitution will occur for Parameter and Variable values.

 

While any given Script is running, the Scheduler service will:

Report the Script's execution details to all JAMS Clients monitoring the schedule.

Perform Notification if the Script runs longer than its limit.

Take the Script's defined action if the Scheduling Window closes during execution.

 

When the Script completes, the Scheduler service will:

Report the Script's completion to all JAMS Clients monitoring the schedule.

Record this Script's run instance in the JAMS History, which is available for query in the JAMS
Client.

Perform notification if required.

See if this Script's completion satisfies Dependencies for other Scripts in the schedule.

See if this Script's completion satisfies Trigger Events so that Trigger Actions can fire.

Make sure the Script's Resources are released.
